Jenna and Arlene introduced themselves and reviewed the overall purpose of the project and the project deliverables and timeline. The project aims to develop of clinician- and patient-facing, open-source SMART on FHIR-based electronic (e-)care plan applications and an Hl7 implementation guide (IG) to enable clinicians to better manage patients with MCC, including chronic kidney disease (CKD), type 2 diabetes (T2D), cardiovascular disease (CVD), pain and opioid use disorder (OUD). The application will be developed to align with emerging industry standards with the goal of creating publicly available, scale-able artifacts and services that could be used nationwide. They highlighted the purpose of this meeting: to get feedback on the project status and directions and any suggestions for improvement, and input on agency activities that might be relevant to this project.

NIDDK is working with Cognitive Medical Systems on application and IG development and connect-a-thon testing. 
AHRQ is working with RTI International and Oregon Health & Science University on stakeholder interviews, user input, and real-world pilot testing of the application and IG. 

Multiple Chronic Conditions (MCC) eCare Plan Project IG Development

CIMs are a representation of a clinical concept with identified and specified data elements, attributes, and vocabularies. For this project, CIMs were developed through mapping CKD data elements to HL7 FHIR Resources or Profiles. The Implementation Guide (IG) Components are separated into three tasks. The first task is to ensure representation of CKD Data Elements (CIMs) in FHIR profiles- which was targeted to be completed end of June/ early July 2020. The second task includes developing the care plan workflow and profile relationship diagrams, which was targeted to be completed mid-July 2020, followed by the build out of the MCC FHIR Care Plan Profile skeleton (targeted mid-end July 2020). Additionally, the Care Plan Use cases and visuals will be added as well as well as Care Plan workflow and implementation narrative guidance, FHIR Queries, Capability Statements and if any FHIR operations are needed they will be identified and described. The full buildout of the MCC FHIR Care Plan Profile and other areas of the IG will occur iteratively until the HL7 FHIR September Connectathon. Post-Connectathon revisions will be made based on feedback during the Connectathon. . 


HL7 May Connectathon Lessons Learned

[bookmark: _GoBack]Evelyn presented a brief overview of the HL7 FHIR Connecatathon, especially the Care Coordination Track, which was led by members of the MCC eCare Plan Project during the May meeting. The Care Coordination Track tested multiple IGs specific to patient and person level data across a continuum of care, including SDOH screening, functional assessments, care planning and eReferrals. The 2020-05 Care Coordination track page includes the report coming out of the May Connectathon meeting. The Care Coordination Track explored aligning similar projects across FHIR-based initiatives: PACIO, eLTSS, Gravity Project, Bidirectional Services eReferral, and MCC eCare Plan. This presentation also highlighted the goal of interoperability and the lessons learned coming out of the Connectathon. 
The presentation highlighted the use of the MCC eCare Plan IG as a foundation for forthcoming connectathons, pilot testing, project discussions and design changes, TEP input, and SMART on FHIR App Build. The first round of testing specific to the MCC e-care plan will be in September 2020. 

The Personas developed for testing revolved around a variety of settings, including: primary care practice, patient home, and a variety of specialists’ office. 


eCare Plan App Stakeholder Focus Group: Initial Topic & Findings

RTI International is holding stakeholder focus groups with participants from Oregon Health and Science University and its partners. They employed a 3-phase approach to gather feedback during app development. The feedback from the focus groups will inform development of the eCare plan applications and IG. Following the development of the eCare plan app, RTI will pilot the apps in real world settings. 

Stakeholder input includes gathering feedback from patient/caregivers, healthcare clinicians, IT staff, and providers/ leaders. The primary feedback from phase 1 showed that information sharing is frustrating for both providers and patients, information organization is a high priority, and that eCare plans need to be customizable in order to be valuable to a variety of stakeholders. Additionally, they found that both providers and patients wanted to be able to use the care plan across settings. There was also a discussion on who is able to edit the care plan. 


Agency Feedback
· The group expressed that they appreciated the presentations and approve in the general direction of the project.
· ASPE- strategic planning office- expressed interest in following up on gap areas that stakeholders want to see filled.
